Congratulations to the Mariners on their first win this season! Our next meet is a home meet against Cypresswood Sharks.  Parents please arrive at 7:00 am and make sure your swimmers check in at sign in table.  If your swimmer does not sign in, they may not be able to swim in the meet and/or taken out of a relay.
PARKING
The parking will be a little hectic this Saturday since there will be another team there.  If at all cost can avoid coming in your car, please do so.  If you want a decent parking spot, then you need to be there early to get it. 


SWIM MEET
Please arrive at 7:00, check in at sign-in table, and get event.

If you cannot find the check in table, please ask a board member or a coach.
Make sure your swimmer check-ins with their lane parent. Their lane parent will give them their event numbers for the meet and check if they are available for a relay, if not already in one. Once checked in, the swimmer can decide if they are staying with their lane parent under designated tent or sitting elsewhere. Lane parents will be stationed in tents with the swimmers that want to stay there with their friends. IF THE SWIMMER DOES NOT STAY WITH THEIR LANE PARENT, IT IS THE SWIMMERS AND/OR PARENTS RESPONSIBILITY TO GET TO THEIR EVENTS. 
Check-in with your coach and warm up. 

Mariners Warm-up times: (in the water)
11 & over – 7:15 a.m.
10 & under – 7:30 a.m.
If warm-up time is missed, you will not be able to warm up. 

The mornings of a swim meet have a tight timeline in order for the home and visiting team to have time to warm-up, prep deck and volunteers on deck, and start the meet on time. 
There will be a team meeting after warm-ups so make sure that your kids participate!!  It’s a lot of fun and the coaches get the kids revved up to swim! As well as swimmers of the week are announced and recognized.
After these steps, get a seat, grab some breakfast and be ready for a great swim meet! Remember, the weather will be hot and we want everyone to be hydrated and healthy.  Please drink plenty of water, wear sunblock, and eat plenty of healthy food to give you energy.

FROM THE BOARD

Parents and swimmers, we ask that you please keep your areas clean and pick up trash you find on the ground during all home meets.
