This Saturday, May 9th, is our trial meet.  We need to be there by 7am because we will practice from 7:15-8:00am.  We will begin at 8:30.  This meet is only between us but it gives the swimmers and the parents a chance to see what a real meet is all about.  It will run just like a real meet with the exception that we are not hosting another team nor we will not have any relays.  Please, if you are a volunteer for that day, make sure you check to see if you are working the meet.
Make sure that when you get there next this Saturday morning, you will be instructed on what to do.  Parents, please let the kids sign themselves in because they will need to get used to doing it on their own.  
This is another reminder about team pictures and following pictures we all go to Double Dave’s.  Individual pictures start at 5 and team pictures are at 6.

Parking
Just a reminder of the parking.  Please be aware of where you park at during practice times and also at all our home meets.  The police will come by and tow you if you are not parked properly.  On that note, please be on time to pick up your kids.  The coaches are not babysitters and they need to move on to the next group so they cannot watch your kids while they are coaching the other swimmers.


After every meet (including this Saturday) we will be going to El Rincon which is right outside the subdivision on Louetta.  This is a time for the team to get to know each other and unwind after a long day.  

A Message from the President
Welcome to our new Mariners and welcome back to our returning families!  If this is your first swim meet, please follow these 4 steps when you get to the meet: 
Look for Mariner Board members in tie-dye t shirts. We wear these so you can know who to go to if you have a question.
There will be a table at the entrance with 2 parents that will be checking the swimmers in. This insures you are entered into the meet. Stop by and give these parents your swimmer's name. If the swimmer has not checked in by the cutoff time (sometimes 30 minutes before the meet), the swimmer will be removed from the meet. If you arrive late, ask the coach if you can be re-entered into the meet. 
Second, check in with the volunteer lead that you are working with. If you are not sure who that is, look for Kim Hamilton. 
Next, have your swimmer check in with their lane parent. Their lane parent will give them their event numbers for the meet and they can decide if they are staying with their lane parent or sitting with you. Lane parents will be stationed in tents with the swimmers that want to stay there with their friends. IF THE SWIMMER DOES NOT STAY WITH THEIR LANE PARENT, IT IS THE PARENT'S RESPONSIBILITY TO GET THE SWIMMER TO THEIR EVENT. 
Finally, check in with your coach and warm up. After these steps, get a seat, grab some breakfast and be ready for a great swim meet!

Coaches’ Corner
We wanted to take a few minutes in updating the new families on the progress of their swimmers.  We have 4 days for your child to be able to swim the length of the pool unassisted. That means NO one can help them. We have done so far what we can and you all will be notified by Friday if your child falls in this category.
If swimmers can’t make a meet, there will be a spiral notebook when you come in to the pool area.  Please sign the book with a reason.  Also, reminders about the trial meet this Saturday. If they will not be there for the trial meet, then they need to be at practice the following Tuesday to get times for the next meet. Without times, a swimmer can’t be put in a meet.
Concessions
