Ponderosa and Allstar Meets
 
The last swim meets of the season, Ponderosa and Allstar, take place on July 2nd and 3rd.  Both are invitational meets that have qualifying times.  The qualifying times have been incorporated into the heat sheets and results postings of our previous meets.  Ponderosa is indicated by PI and Allstar by AS.

Swimmers may still qualify for these meets at our divisional meet next weekend.  It is easier to qualify for Allstar.  Ponderosa’s qualifying times are the cut-off times for Allstar. That means once you qualify for Ponderosa in an event, you cannot swim that event in Allstar.

Sign-up:
We encourage all qualified swimmers to enter these meets.  You are responsible for monitoring your times, contacting Mike Keimig (281-726-4267 or mkeimigcw@att.net), and paying the entrance fee for all individual events.  The deadline for entering is the conclusion of the divisional meet.  You must commit to and pay for all individual events before leaving divisionals.  Individual event fees are $4.00 for Allstar  and $4.50 for Ponderosa.  Qualifier lists will be posted in the pavilion later this week before Team Night.

Schedule:
At Allstar, all 10 and under events are held on Saturday and all 11 and up events on Sunday.  At Ponderosa, all swimmers compete in backstroke and 25 or 50 freestyle on Saturday.  Ponderosa’s Sunday events include breast, fly, and 100 free.  Since these meets are organized differently, by age (Allstar) and stroke (Ponderosa), time lines must be considered when signing up a swimmer for events in both meets for different events.

Cypresswood will also enter some relays at both meets.  Please be prepared to indicate if you will swim relays when you sign up.  We won’t know for sure who will swim relays until after individual sign ups are finished.  You can enter relays even if you do not qualify for individual events.  So please let Mike Keimig know if you want to swim relays.
Bonus Events:
Allstar offers bonus events.  If you have 3 or more qualifying times (or better), you may enter all events even if you have not qualified.  100 free is not a bonus event.  You must achieve a qualifying time to enter 100 free.  Ponderosa does NOT offer bonus events.
